= What is the program?

= Your high school is a Cooperative Innovative High School that offers students the
opportunity to earn an associate degree, certificate, or up to two years of transferrable
college credit.

= Who's Eligible?
= 9th & 10th graders who obtain an appropriate score on the RISE placement test
= 70 or higher Tier 1

= 11th and 12th graders with an unweighted GPA of 2.8+
= Progressing successfully through high school towards graduation
= Equipped for the college environment

= Students enrolled in Durham Tech classes will receive dual credit for their
classes.
